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The Holiday Activities and Food (HAF) provision in Warwickshire is for children in
full time education from reception to Year 11 (inclusive), who receive benefits-
related free school meals (FSM). 

The programme offers valuable support to families on lower incomes, giving
young people the opportunity to access activities with a meal provision over the
main school holidays in Winter, Spring and Summer.

The overall non-attendance figure for Summer
HAF was 5.7%. This is slightly higher than the non-
attendance figure of 4.8% from Summer HAF 2024.
We aim for our non-attendance figure to fall within
single digits every provision period. Direct, activity-
to-family communication and consistent follow-up

efforts by our dedicated providers are key to
ensuring HAF placements are filled.
